The Mayor of New Holland has a vision: a bus-
tling, flourishing town full of history and tradi-
tion.

Wilbur G. Horning decided it was the best time to
move forward with his vision when New Holland
received a grant from the Lancaster County Ur-
ban Enhancement Fund for $16,288. This much
needed boost in funds “really allowed us to move
forward with our plans for this project,” Mr.
Horning said.

The Kauffman building, as it is known to many
who live in town, has been a symbol of New Hol-
land history for over 200 years. Mr. Horning, who
is extremely involved with the New Holland His-
torical Society, saw this building as a way to cap-
ture the history of the town. The building, which
will be turned over sometime in the future to the
Historical Society by Steve Loewen- owner of the
New Holland Radio Shack, currently boasts a few
different shops and office space.

The Historical Society has decided to build a
town museum on the second floor of the building.
This museum will house artifacts from the previ-
ous decades in New Holland. It is also planned
that there will be a research area where copies of
local family genealogies will be kept.

The museum owes the renovation of this room to
the generous donations from former Blue Ball
National Bank employees. And so it goes without
saying that this room will be aptly named the
BBNB Research Room.

Head fundraiser and former BBNB employee,
Wilbur Horning said, “When this opportunity
came along, I saw it as a tool to keep our Blue
Ball Bank history alive.”

Though the merger with Community Banks, and
later with Susquehanna Banks, changed the
way New Holland does banking, Horning believes
it is still vitally important to remember what used
to be such a community and people driven busi-
ness.

The BBNB group has raised over $15,000 to date
for the restoration of this building. Their contri-
butions have gone towards the renovation of the
BBNB Research Room as well as for things such
as new electrical wiring and handicap access for

the building.

Horning says, “I would like to give credit and
thanks to the former directors and employees of
Blue Ball National Bank for catching this vision
and supporting the effort to maintain the history
of our bank.” He goes on to say, “We are planning
to have a special reception for the employees who
contributed to this effort where we will unveil the
memorabilia from BBNB that we’ve come to col-
lect over the years.”

The effort to raise funds for this historical build-
ing is ongoing.

The BBNB group has also donated furniture for
the Research Room on top of their generous
monetary donations.

One artifact that museum goers will feast their
eyes upon on opening night is the old Terre Hill
branch weather vane. Having sat on the top of
the building for innumerable years, the weather
vane was hardly in any shape to act as the name
designation for the research room. Tom O’Neil of

O’Neil’s Body Shop donated his time and exper-

tise to restore the weather vane to better-than-
new condition.

Another unique find that will be featured in the
museum was donated by Brian Frankhouser. An
avid collector of postcards, Brian knew he had a
real catch when he happened upon two post-
cards with old BBNB buildings pictured on the
front of them. A large, blown-up view of these
two postcards will hang in frames on the mu-
seum walls.

In short, Horning says, “We’re all hoping that
the artifacts we've collected and the significance
of the Research Room with its genealogy charts
and books, will keep the visitors coming back to
New Holland, and back to this museum for years
and years to come.”

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AN AUTUMN STORYABOUT APPLES

In the fall of 1907, local delivery man, C. A. Eby, and well known merchant, Eli Hess, had a great idea...buy pota-
toes and apples at wholesale prices locally, and ship them by rail to where they could generate a profit. The plan
was to contract with the local growers and farmers to sell their harvest by weight instead of by the bushel. The
sellers would deliver the goods to the New Holland railroad yard east of the NH Machine Company, and Eby and
Hess would be responsible for packing them in barrels and loading them for transportation. Everything went
smoothly with the potatoes, and three carloads were shipped during the first full week in October. While the
work was being completed with the potatoes, the apples accumulated. Eby and Hess may have been surprised by
two things: 1) 1907 was bumper crop for apples; and 2) how quickly they may run out of barrels. By the middle
of October, five cars of empty barrels were ordered. The apples continued to accumulate. In the October 19, 1907
issue of the New Holland Clarion it was reported that “The biggest lot of apples that have been assembled in New
Holland within the recollections of the oldest citizens were seen in the railroad yard this week.” It was also re-
ported that 1,375 barrels were shipped, but an estimated 3,000+ bushels lay in piles. Most importantly, “No more
apples will be received until more empty barrels arrive and the ones on hand are shipped out.” Information
about the success of this “idea” was unavailable, but Eby and Hess did not repeat the operation in 1908.
